The list below contains the items that were included in the original Holy Week Craft Kit. To complete the crafts, you
will aditionally need the materials mentioned in the black box. It is not necessary to use the exact same items as the
ones that were originally included in the kit; they can be replaced with similar supplies of your choice.

Lazarus Saturday:
One white shoe lace

Palm Sunday morning:
One jumbo craft stick and twelve thin organza ribbons of various colors, each about 4” long

Palm Sunday evening:
One paper lunch bag

Holy Monday:
- One piece of string about 6” long
- One piece each, about 8x8”, of red, yellow, and orange tuille fabric cut into flame shapes

Holy Tuesday:

- A selection of spices (cinnamon stick pieces, whole cloves, cardamom pods, dried orange peel,
allspice, vanillin flavoring powder, Earl Grey tea leaves)

- Three pieces of embroidery thread in various colors, each about 12” long

Holy Wednesday:

Thirteen popsicle sticks

Holy Thursday:

Eight sheets of pastel-colored tissue paper, one of them green You will also need:

A small bottle or jar.

Holy Friday:
- Two pieces of purple ribbon, each about 12" long
- One purple pipe cleaner

A tin can (such as an empty coffee
can).

A piece of cardboard (a piece cut out
of a cardboard box works fine).

Holy Saturday:
- Two jumbo craft sticks Crafting staples such as scissors,
glue, tape, a stapler, and a hole

- One piece of red ribbon, about 1 yard long puncher

Pascha Su ndqy: Simple kitchen utensils such as a
wooden spoon, a couple of small

One piece of red ribbon, about 10” long - .
